 VISUAL ARTS DEPARTMENT- TUTOR APPOINTMENTS

GENERAL INFORMATION

The Arts and Crafts Department offers a range of part-time courses for adults including, art history, painting, drawing, sculpture, printmaking, textiles, glass and jewellery.  We also have a few accredited courses: Pre Foundation in Art & Design, Access to HE diploma in Art & design & Professional Practice for Artists. A full-time Head of Programme who is a practising artist manages the department.  The department also has a full time Administrator and part time Access Co-ordinator as well as a part-time technician.

The Mary Ward Centre is housed in two interconnecting listed Georgian houses overlooking Queen Square. The atmosphere is relaxed and friendly but purposeful. Students come from all walks of life, local, London wide and beyond. Their education, work and life experience varies enormously. Some students do not have English as their first language.

The Centre has a full programme of other courses, including English and Other Languages, Computing, Music, Health, Humanities, Personal Development and Communication Studies.

The rate of pay per hour is £26.68 (without a teaching qualification), £27.99 (with a teaching qualification). Please note that if you do not have a teaching qualification you will need substantial teaching experience at AE level and be expected to obtain one during your first year of teaching.
Printmaking Vacancies: This for one year cover during the regular tutor’s absence. 
Introduction to Printmaking
This course runs for 12 x 3hr sessions per term on Weds from 18.00-21.00
It is intended as an introduction to most of the major print processes: linocut, screenprint, collograph, monoprint, drypoint and lithography. We are not able to offer etching except in a very limited form. The course is specifically for adults who are beginners in Printmaking. 
Print Fusion
This course runs for 12 x 3hr sessions per term on Weds from 14.00-17.00

The course is for adults who wish to develop their ideas from sketchbooks through to prints. Each term will include a gallery visit from which students should draw inspiration and gather ideas to develop into prints. 
From Photoshop to Screen-Print – for beginners

This course is for beginners to create a digital image and prepare it for printing using Photoshop combined with basic screen-printing techniques. It is held over two Sats & 1 Sun from 10.30-16.30 T1: from Sat 16th Oct T2 from Sat 26th Mar, T3 from Sat 18th Jun
Introduction to simple etching techniques

This course runs over a weekend on 4th & 5th June from 10.00-17.00. It is intended as an introduction to basic etching techniques. 
We expect a creative approach to delivering the above courses including discussions of resulting work as well as developing skills for a range printmaking activities and introducing students to both contemporary and historical printmakers.

We have limited facilities: Printmaking takes place in a multi-use room. However we have two presses and students manage to achieve a high level of work. Students work will need to be monitored and assessed throughout the course.
JOB DESCRIPTION

The Tutor will be expected to:-

1.  Take responsibility for devising a suitable course and lesson plans.

2.  Teach the course
3.  Devise methods of working that will suit all students.
4.  Monitor and evaluate students’ progress.
5.  Undertake administrative tasks to support the course e.g. record keeping, course documentation etc.
6.  Attend one departmental meeting per term.
PERSON SPECIFICATION

The successful applicant will:-

1. Be a practising artist. 

2. Hold a teaching qualification or have substantial adult education teaching experience and be prepared to acquire one during the first year of the post.

3. Have relevant experience in teaching or leading groups of adults. We are particularly interested in tutors who will encourage a creative and imaginative approach.
4. Have the following teaching skills:
· a well thought out course plan

· an ability to work with mixed ability and mixed level groups

· good strategies for monitoring and evaluating student progress

· good communication skills
