. Help can be given to families, including single parent families who have
children under the age of five and who

are in financial difficulties through rent arrears, fuel debts and problems with
social security

require furniture such as a cooker, a washing machine, a fridge, a carpet or a
table and chairs

where children or parent(s) are in need of a holiday but cannot afford one
where educational toys or a special diet are needed for a child’s development

. Applications can be made by referees such as Social Workers, Health Visitors,
Teachers, Advisors or Counsellors.

. Referees should complete the Application Form that is attached.

If the Administration Committee decide to make a grant it will normally be
payable to the referee’s office or directly to a creditor such as a fuel board.
Receipts should normally be supplied to the Administration Committee.
